So, the Closing ceremony will also offer a sweet taste of Aegina as a Good bye and a Thank you to all the Festival’s visitors and friends.

Soon enough before the opening of the Festival, detailed contest instructions and participation guidelines will be announced, so that all interested parties become a part of this great celebration.
